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The Education Workforce Council (EWC) confirms the award of Qualified Teacher Status (QTS) for school teachers in Wales, on behalf of
the Welsh Government. Qualified teachers in Scotland, Northern Ireland or within the EEA can apply to the EWC for recognition as a
school teacher in Wales. The Graduate Teacher Programme and Teach First are employment based teachers training schemes which can
lead to a recommendation to the EWC to award QTS.

QTS may also be awarded through a course of initial teacher training in Wales see the “Education workforce statistics” section of the EWC
website.
